Houma, in reference to a theft regarding a patron not paying for his tab.  

Deputies arrived at this location and learned that the suspect had already left.  

 Deputies obtained information that the suspect left without paying 

for his tab.  The bartender informed deputies that the suspect attempted to 

pay for the tab with two different credit cards that were both rejected.
