 Sheriff Vernon Bourgeois said that between December 29 2011 and December 31, 2011, Terrebonne 

Parish deputies responded to multiple residential burglaries. There was a 1991 Chevrolet truck stolen from La. 

Highway 311 Houma, a four wheeler was stolen from Bull Run Rd. Schriever, a dirt bike from Sugarland St. 

Houma and a dirt bike from Destrehan Dr. Gray.   During this time a dirt bike was stolen from Caleb Dr. in the 

Houma City limits.  

 On Dec. 31, 2012, Saturday evening deputies responded to a traffic crash on La. 24 North Gray, just 

south of Coteau Rd., which involved a vehicle and a dirt bike with two people.  During this investigation 

deputies learned that the dirt bike had been reported stolen.   The suspects were transported to the Thibodaux 

Regional Medical Center where they were treated for injuries from the accident.   One of the suspects was 

identified as Chase Michael Cortez, age-17, 113 Oakdale Loop Houma.  On this same night Cortez was released 

from the hospital he was arrested for possession of a stolen property.   After further investigation Cortez was 

later arrested on 3 counts of simple burglary, theft of a motor vehicle, 1 count of theft over $500 and1 count of 

theft under $100.  Cortez remains in the Terrebonne Parish Jail on a $71,000 bond.  

 The second suspect remains in the hospital with head injuries.  Deputies and detectives continued this 

investigation and recovered the majority of the property that was reported stolen.  This case remains under 

investigation and more arrest may follow.
