 On December 12, 2011 Terrebonne Parish deputies responded to the 200 
block of Royce St. Houma, in reference to a residential burglary.  The owners of 
this residence reported that their house was broken into while they were away.    
 The owners reported to the deputy that during this burglary there were 
guns, money, a safe and jewelry stolen.  The deputy obtained all of the 
information that was available at the time but was unable to make an arrest; 
therefore, this was case turned over to detectives.  
 On December 19, 2011, after further investigation detectives developed a 
suspect who is identified as Colby Campbell.   Detectives located Campbell at his 
residence, 219 Royce St. Apt. A., and transported him to the Terrebonne Parish 

Sheriff's Office where detectives questioned him. 
 Detectives arrested Colby Richard Campbell, age 17, 219 Royce St. Apt. A. for simple burglary of an 
inhabited dwelling.  Campbell remains in the Terrebonne Parish Jail on a $25,000.00 bond.  
 Detectives were able to recover the stolen guns during this investigation.  This case remains under 
investigation and more arrest are subject to follow.
