 Sheriff Vernon said that on August 23, 2011, Tuesday morning at 

approximately 4:00 a.m. Terrebonne Parish deputies responded to the 100 

block of Piping Rock Dr. Houma (Lafayette Woods Subdivision) in 

reference to a vehicle burglary.  

 Deputies arrived at this location and made contact with the victim.  

He informed the deputies that he was in the process of preparing to leave for 

work when he heard the activation sound alarm on his Ford pickup truck.  

The victim stated that when he walking towards his pickup truck the suspect 

was inside of his vehicle.  The victim approached the suspect and the 

suspect ran off; however, the suspect lives in the neighborhood and is 

known by the victim.  The victim believes that the suspect ran off without 

stealing anything of value from his vehicle.    The suspect is identified as 

Dale Walter Glanders of 303 Woodway Dr. which is within the Lafayette 

Woods Subdivision.  

     Deputies went to 303 Woodway Dr. and located Glanders at his residence.   Glanders was transported 

back to the scene where the victim positively identified him.  Glanders, age-36, was arrested for simple burglary 

and transported to the Terrebonne Parish Jail where he was booked and jailed.    He was also arrested on an 

arrest warrant for failure to appear in court; he remains in jail on a $75,500.00 bond.
