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 On April 23, 2011, Saturday morning at approximately 2:00 a.m. 

Terrebonne Parish deputies responded to the Comfort Zone Lounge, 717 La. 

Highway 182 East Houma in reference to a large group of people fighting in 

the parking lot; furthermore, that someone fired shots with a gun. 

 Deputies arrived at this location and learned that the suspect and 

victims had already left the scene.  Deputies collected shell casings in the 

parking lot which was evident that someone fired shots with a gun while in 

the parking lot.   

 Moments later deputies received information that the suspect and 

victims were at the Chevron convenient store located at the intersection of 

La. Highway 316 and La. Highway 182 East.   Deputies then went to this 

location and the victims were still there but the suspects had already fled 

from the area. 

 Deputies then learned that after the suspect fired shots in the air while in the parking lot of the Comfort 

Zone Lounge the victims drove away from the scene and the suspect followed them.  After arriving at the 

Chevron convenient store the suspect struck the victim in the face with a handgun several times and stole the 

keys from the ignition of the victim's vehicle.  

 After further investigation the suspect was positively identified as Joshua James Robichaux.  The 

investigating deputy obtained arrest warrants for the following charges: Illegal use of a weapon, felony carrying 

illegal weapon, aggravated battery and armed robbery by use of a firearm.   

 On June 11, 2011, Saturday Joshua Robichaux was featured in the Sought by Authorities of The Houma 

Courier.  Then, on June 13, 2011, Monday afternoon Robichaux reported to the Sheriff's Office and turned 

himself in.   Joshua James Robichaux, age-31, 307 Willow St. Houma was arrested and remains in the 

Terrebonne Parish Jail on a $500,000.00.
