While at the 

Sheriff's Office Chaisson was in possession of a crack pipe and a small amount of crack cocaine.  She was also 

arrested for possession of crack cocaine and possession of drug paraphernalia. Chaisson was transported to the 

Terrebonne Parish Jail where she remains on a $25,000.00.  
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
