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 On January 16, 2012, Monday morning, at approximately 9:00 a.m. 

Terrebonne Parish deputies responded to the Express convenient Store, 735 Bayou 

Gardens Boulevard Houma in reference to theft.  

 Deputies arrived at this location and made contact with the store owner 

who advised that there was approximately $1100 missing from the store deposits.  

Deputies interviewed the store clerks who would have worked during the time that 

this money was allegedly stolen.  During an interview Lisa Blanchard admitted to 

stealing one of the deposits that contained approximately $875.00 in cash.   

 Deputies arrested the store clerk, Lisa Marie Blanchard, age 46, 6863 Fay 

Dr. Houma, for felony theft over $500.  Blanchard was transported to the 

Terrebonne Parish Jail where she was booked and jailed.   

 On February 17, 2012, he remains in the Terrebonne Parish Jail on a $5,000.00 bond.   Blanchard's 

arraignment date is set for February 14, 2012.  
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
