 On December 3, 2011, Saturday night at approximately 10:45 p.m. Terrebonne Parish deputies and 

detectives responded to 133 Vicsland Court Houma in reference to a home invasion whereas a Hispanic male 

was shot in the stomach.  

 During this investigation detectives learned that there were three Hispanic males inside of this residence 

when the two suspects made entry.  The suspects were armed with handguns as they demanded money from the 

victims.   The suspects took approximately $400 in cash and cell phones.  During this robbery one of the 

suspects began beating one of the victims with a handgun and they struggled over the weapon as the victim 

attempted to defend himself.  At this time the second suspect fired a shot striking the victim in the stomach.  

Both suspects then exited the trailer and fled from the area. 

 The first suspect is described as a heavy set light skinned black male or an Indian male who is about 

5'09" in height wearing a dark colored shirt with a hood and jeans.  The second suspect is described as a darker 

complexion black male who is about 6'00" in height wearing a dark colored shirt with a hood and jeans.  

 Acadian Ambulance transported the victim from the scene to a local hospital where he underwent 

surgery for the gunshot wound to his stomach.  The victim remains hospitalized and his injury is listed as 

serious.  

 Detectives are asking for help solving this crime.  Anyone with information is asked to call the 

Terrebonne Parish Sheriff's Office, (985)876-2500, or Crime Stoppers, 1(800)743-7433, and may be eligible for 

a cash reward.  
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
