The Terrebonne Parish Sheriff's Office (TPSO) has a jurisdictional area of 2,100 miles, keeping our deputies running across the parish to handle a variety of complaints and emergencies as well as assisting our citizens in need of help.    As our parish grows and the types of complaints change, it is imperative that our office is technologically prepared to assist our deputies and those outside agencies working collaboratively with Terrebonne Parish Sheriff's Office, in their need of constant information. This will allow provision for the necessary room to store accumulated data and broaden the ability to communicate. This request for funds will be to expand upon our existing technology and upgrade to improve our system to back up much needed data and protect the criminal data base for quick activation in the event of communications failure at the primary hub.  The funds will allow the creation of an offsite storage and communications data center for the purpose recovery and security.  This will protect and maintain all data that could be lost from the main hub by securing the integrity of the data from various threats such as those of hardware malfunctions, technological threats such as hacking, or various disasters that may damage or destroy the data. 
Our criminal data base is utilized by several agencies other than TPSO. We share information with Houma Police Department and the Terrebonne Parish District Attorney's Office and any other law enforcement that makes contact with us.  Having that information in a secure place to keep from being lost or corrupted is extremely important to all agencies.  With the completion of Program: SPAM, all data will be backed up and stored at an off-site location from the main office.  This will allow a greater security for the agencies interoperable communications to be protected in times of disaster, whether it is natural or manmade.
